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community projects

The CRSP program also facilitates specific community 
road safety interventions which target the key focus 
areas of speeding, drink driving, inattention / distraction, 
safer vehicles, safety of young drivers and motorcyclist 
safety.

These interventions are designed, developed and adapted 
to suit the particular community in which they operate. 

Community projects differ from the previously mentioned 
General Awareness and Education program because 
they typically involve more planning, are sustained over a 
longer duration and require a greater level of resourcing. 
These projects include such initiatives as local campaigns 
focused on community-operated digital speed display 
trailers, driving to conditions on rural roads, designated 
drivers in hotels and clubs, voluntary breath testing and a 
range of novice driver activities.

The CRSP program also facilitates specific community 
projects which target the key focus areas (as outlined 
above). 

For example, projects addressing speeding / driving 
to conditions may involve a campaign focused on a 
community-operated digital speed display trailer in 
suburban streets or a specific project such as ‘What’s 
Around the Corner?’ to target speed on rural roads.

A designated driver program (eg ‘Who’s Des Tonight?’) 
or BAC breath testing initiative may be introduced to 
address drink driving in identified hotels and clubs.

Outlined below is a selection of the key community 
projects operating in Tasmanian communities aligned to 
the key CRSP focus areas.
