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Introduction


Welcome to the first edition (issue 1) of the AMBRIS Information Bulletin.   The intent of this bulletin is to provide information to Proprietors and Motor Body Examiners (MBE) on issues that we consider should be brought to your attention.


Bulletins will normally be forwarded to Proprietors when there have been amendments to the AMBRIS disk.  It is the Proprietor’s responsibility to ensure that all MBEs read the bulletin and sign the attached declaration signifying that they fully understand any new requirements, instructions or advice on the AMBRIS scheme.


AMBRIS update


The AMBRIS scheme has been running for three months, with all things considered, there has been a smooth transition from the Motor Body Repair Station Scheme (MBRSS) to the AMBRIS scheme.  Thank you for your assistance and patience during this period.  We have been looking at and addressing the following issues that require attention:-


MRS website


We have experienced difficulties with accessing data on interstate Repairable Write Offs (RWO).  It is expected that this will be rectified in the near future.  In the meantime if you identify the vehicle you are inspecting meets this category, call AIS Compliance unit on 6233 -5401/8063/5403 to obtain the impact type.


Version 2 Structural report


A version 2 structural report will be forwarded to all AMBRIS prior to 1 July 2012. Changes made are as follows:-


“AMBRIS number” at top of page changed to “AMBRIS report number”.


Record “date classified as RWO” included in “vehicle details” on page 1.


“3 dimensional body measurement” included in “Final inspection” when impact damage heavy has been ticked.


Additional information regarding repair diaries included in “Final inspection”.


Further information on the above will be discussed at the seminars in the three respective regions this month.


3 Dimensional body measurements


It will be mandatory from 1 July 2012 to conduct 3 dimensional body measurements of all vehicles classified as “impact damage heavy”.  AMBRIS are expected to advise clients of this when presenting vehicles for inspection that meets this criterion.  Advice at the time should include an estimation to conduct the inspection.


Brochures/posters


Two brochures have been prepared for distribution advising clients of the following:-


Written-Off vehicles – What you need to know before you purchase a Written-Off Vehicle (WOV).


Repair diaries for WOV inspections.


Both brochures will be distributed to Service Tasmania outlets, Auction houses, AMBRIS and Departmental Inspection Stations prior to 1 July 2012.


Posters regarding repair diaries will be delivered at the same time.


Repair Diaries


 It is strongly recommended that a repair diary is presented for all RWO vehicles that have been classified as a RWO after 1 July 2012.


What is a repair diary?


A repair diary is a detailed record explaining what repairs were needed on the vehicle, what type of repair techniques were referenced and how they were applied during the repair.


Is there a set format to complete a repair diary?


The diary can be in any form and should chronologically follow the vehicle from purchase, through all repair stages, and end at the point of presentation for inspection.

What happens if they do not produce a diary when presenting their vehicle for its structural inspection?


It is acknowledged that an MBE cannot be easily satisfied that the repairs have been repaired to the manufacturers repair instruction or best industry practice, and is justified in failing the vehicle for inspection where they cannot be satisfied as such.  By indicating on the structural report that a diary was not produced you will be prompted to ring AIS Compliance Unit to seek further advice.


In the event that the MBE fails the vehicle the owner will have to produce evidence (that would have otherwise been present in the repair diary) that the vehicle has been repaired to manufacturers repair instructions or best industry practice to the Registrar of Motor Vehicles (RMV) and satisfy the RMV that this has occurred.


It is recognised that this will cause a time delay, due to the RMV having to investigate and gather evidence after the vehicle has been repaired rather than during the repair process.


Amendments of the changes addressed in this bulletin will be made to the AMBRIS Procedures manual and a version 2 disk will be distributed to Proprietors/MBE’s by 1 July 2012.


Supplementary Restraint System (SRS) reports


With the introduction of the diary where either the SRS has deployed or the vehicle has been immersed in water, reports will be required from the manufacturer of the vehicle or agent for:-


SRS report.


SRS report water immersed Write-offs vehicle assessment report.


Reports will be required for all vehicles classified as a RWO from 1 July 2012 and will be included in the diary.


MBE qualifications


For those provisional MBE I wrote to in March that were recognised as MBEs that did not meet the trade qualifications as specified in the procedures manual are reminded that you are expected to meet those requirements by 30 September 2012.  If you have not made arrangements to date, please do so as a matter of priority by contacting the Tasmanian Skills Authority on 6421 5521.
