Version 3 disk


Enclosed with this information bulletin is the version 3 AMBRIS disk for Proprietors to distribute to their Motor Body Examiners (MBEs).  Proprietors are reminded to destroy their version 2 disk on receipt of the new disk.

AMBRIS update


In the last issue I highlighted a number of significant changes to the MRS website and damage codes. I indicated at the time that the changes would occur in the New Year (2013). Unfortunately due to circumstances beyond our control, the changes have been delayed and not expected to be introduced till June 2013.  I intend to run refresher training in the three respective regions prior to the implementation of the codes. 


4. Version 4 structural report


 In February you received an amended version 4 electronic structural report.  Changes included:


Under “vehicle details there is an extra box for completing a “defect notice number” in the event that you have to clear a defect notice,


Under “type of damage” there is an extra tick box for “defect notice inspection”.  It is important that you tick this when clearing a defect notice, it will not request a repair diary, and


You are only required to insert one photo for the vehicle, a “repaired vehicle photo”.


Please ensure that you have deleted any previous templates.


Proprietor/MBE training


The mandatory initial Proprietor/MBE training is well advanced.  You were advised last month of the proposed training nights.  These dates are now confirmed.  Training will be conducted over two weeks by teachers from the Tasmanian Skills Institute (TSI).  





Unfortunately due to the numbers in the respective regions a decision has been made to combine the training for the North and North West which will be conducted at the TSI facility at Alanvale.





Due to the small number of MBEs it is proposed to conduct two training courses only.  Future training courses will only be held if and when demand requires it.

Note: It is mandatory that you attend the three training sessions.





Cost


The cost for the course is $450.00 per student payable to the TSI on the first night.





What do I need to bring to the course?


You are required to bring the following:


Payment for the course,


Trade certificate or recognition as an MBE from the TSI, and


Note pad and pen.





On successfully completing the course you will receive a certificate from the TSI recognising you as an MBE.


Repair diaries


Repair diaries continue to be an issue.  I have been advised by Transport Inspectors that the quality of diaries to date have been both good and bad. This will be discussed in length at the MBE training next month.





I am currently in the process of providing completed diaries which will form part of the MBE training.  Sample diaries will also be placed on our website to assist repairers in completing a diary that provides sufficient information to satisfy you that the vehicle has been repaired to the required standard.

Sole Proprietors still need to sign off the declaration.
