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Vehicle Structural Inspection Checklist booklet





You will recall in AMBRIS information Bulletin issue 4 I advised you that we would be introducing vehicle structural inspection checklist books to be used by Motor Body Examiners (MBE).  It was proposed that checklist books would be introduced in January 2014.





The intent of the checklist is for MBEs to follow “reasons for rejection” outlined in the Procedures manual and will assist the MBE to conduct the inspection to the required standard.  It also provides an area to add comments and sketches etc. for future reference.





What will happen now? 


Enclosed with this bulletin are checklist books for distribution to MBEs at your AMBRIS. The book remains the property of the MBE. Can you please ensure that they read the instructions inside the cover before commencing there first inspection.  It is important that:-


MBEs records the structural report number of the structural report given to the person presenting the vehicle for inspection


Complete vehicle details etc.


Complete the inspection checklist 





It will be mandatory from 1 January 2014 for MBEs to complete the checklist when undertaking inspections for:-


Structural inspections of vehicles classified as a Repairable Write-off


Structural inspection as part of a vehicle call-in


Structural inspection as requested by an Approved Inspection Station


Full roadworthiness inspection as requested on a vehicle defect notice.





Checklist books will be checked for compliance during routine or scheduled audits.
